	Turbo for double-stream folding

	Newly developed conveyor tables for double-stream device in large format buckle folding machine T 1420 Perfection / Easy flip-up instead of time-consuming mounting / 15 minutes of time saving for each changeover / Pull-out slide for slitter shafts / Designed for single operator handling



	With newly developed conveyor tables for the double-stream device, MBO makes the application of large format 142 x 205 cm buckle folding machines even more attractive. The T 1420 Perfection now provides the operator with the option to simply flip up conveyor tables which are not used. Up to now, the standard changeover of these elements from single to double stream, and vice versa,  has implied the time consuming mounting and demounting of these parts. The new solution by the leading specialist for folding technology now saves about 15 minutes for each changeover of three possible conveyor tables. If jobs are frequently changed from single to double stream, a considerable amount of setup time may be saved this way, which also means that the T 1420 Perfection, which was first introduced two years ago, is suited best to further head for success in this market segment.  The application of a double stream device allows for the parallel and thus, economically speaking, interesting processing of 2 x 8 sheets, 2 x 16 sheets, 2 x 24 sheets etc.  As of now, all type 
T 1420 Perfection, T 1120 Perfection and T 1020 Perfection buckle folding machines will come with the new conveyor tables. 
A slide for the slitter shafts 

The new development strengthens MBO’s technological leadership in the large format segment, too. The success of the T 1420 Perfection is considerably based on the fact that it can be operated and changed over by one person only. Usually it takes two operators for large format changeovers. A number of unique features provide for the ease of use and thus, the monetary value of the device.  The folding specialist has for instance developed the patented slitter shaft cassette MWK, which is especially  designed for large working widths. The slitter shafts may be pulled out on a slide and be fitted or exchanged in an ergonomically favorable position by one person only in just a few easy steps. The laborious reaching into the folding units and lifting of the shafts which are very heavy in large format machines are thus a thing of the past.  Multiplate buckle plates are designed for operator-friendly settings to be carried out from one side. The buckle plates are pneumatically driven out and back in. This way, only one person is needed to shift the deflectors. 
Drastic reduction of work distances
Another decisive feature to facilitate the single operator handling is the sheet return device RFE patented by MBO.  The sheets in folding unit 3 are deflected after passing the slitter shafts and then redirected towards the feeder. The distance between the feeder and the delivery is thus reduced by up to 80 percent, compared to standard large format machines. Moreover, thanks to the electronic set-up system Rapidest, combined with the Navigator-Control machine controller, the T 1420 Perfection can be automated to a large extent, providing for instance for a precise, time saving automatic adjustment of the register alignment table and buckle plates.
